- will ask the president (a non tax payer)  not to repeat his boasting irrelevant utterances at Samithi meetings such as he is donating Rs. 4 lac per year for the last 12 years to Sri Adhi Sankara Sewa Trust Lucknow and Mr B N Venkataraman does not know 'such' false accounting.

There is no such thing on record/writing from Secretary/President/Vice president of their appology which I can submit to you for consideration of disposing of   my complaint and to go ahead with renewal of registration.

Therefore I request you to kindly send your notices to the above mentioned address and get point to point reply to my complaint.

Even if, the samithi appologises for the mis-adventure of Secretary,Vice President and President of the Samithi, the guarantee on rectification of errors in future are hollow as there is no body in the samithi to observe whether they follow rules and regulations or complain to your good office unless otherwise they take me back to samithi/committee.

Thereafter your good office may consider for renewal of registration or appointing an administrator or to take action for dissolution of the Samithi as deemed fit.
